Peter and John travel to Samaria and lay their
hands upon the converts, that they might receive the Holy Spirit and know the fullness of God's presence
and power. The Lord'’s Spirit continues to work in surprising ways, surmonnting cultural barriers and
traditional enmities as the gospel continues its progress.

When the apostles at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word of
God, they sent Peter and John to them. The two went down and prayed for them
that they might receive the Holy Spirit (for as yet the Spirit had not come upon
any of them; they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus). Then
Peter and John laid their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.

The story of Jesus’ baptism. Some people expected that John the Baptist might be the Christ, but he points to
a_yet mightier one to come whose baptism will be decisive. The Holy Spirit is then manifest and shows this one
to be Jesus. A voice from heaven speaks to him in words that echo ancient oracles concerning the king and the
calling of the Lord's chosen servant.

Priest Hana, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism

and marked as Christ’s own for ever.

Then the Priest presents a candle representing the light of Christ.
Priest Hana, receive the light of Christ.

When these actions have been completed for all candidates, the Priest prays over them, saying
Priest  Let us pray.

Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have
bestowed upon Hana the forgiveness of sin, and have raised Hana to the new
life of grace. Sustain her, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give her an inquiring and
discerning heart, the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to
love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen.
